
Monday Sketching for the Traveller

• Sketchbook 8.5 x 11 inches or  a similar size ( not too small ) Choose one 
for multi-media or watercolour work. This will ensure the paper is thick 
enough for the work you will do.

• Paper that you would like to use for sketching - watercolour paper or 
good quality drawing paper.

• A clip board or some kind of hard flat surface to support the paper
• Mechanical pencil 0.5mm with hb lead
• One or two micron or waterproof makers, black or a dark brown. Fine 

point 0.5mm
• Ball point pen - blue, black or a multicoloured pen 
• Three or four coloured pencils
• If you have a fountain pen - bring it along (optional)
• Watercolour palette with four or five colours
• Small water container
• A few paper towels 
• One or two brushes - round or flat
• Three or four coloured pencils

Bring what you have used in the past as well as a bag to carry all you 
supplies in.

Fall Class List 2024 - Supply list Acrylic Paints or Watersoluable Oils Paints

Sketchbook or notebook for taking some notes and for sketching out your composition

Brushes
I use synthetic brushes for oil  and acrylic painting 
Filberts or Flats sizes 3 and 5 - 1/4 inch and a 1/2 inch
A Rigger brush No2.
These are the brushes I use - please bring your regular brushes that work for you.

Other Items
Palette for painting mixing 
A palette knife
Plastic Table Cloth, Water container
Paper towels
A Ruler and pencil
Painting surface: 6 to 8 canvases or canvas panels. You will need at least one per class 

Paints - please use artist quality paints
Colours I will use- both for Water-soluble oils paints or Acrylics
• Ultramarine Blue
• Burnt Umber
• Quinacridone Magenta OR Alizarin Crimson - and sometimes Napthol Red or Cadmium Red
• Lemon or Hansa Yellow
• Titanium White
• A painting medium - a transparent matte medium or retarder is needed.
Please use artist paints. Craft paints are great for painting crafts but not for painters! You will 
notice a great improvement in paint handling and quality.  This is just a guide - please bring the 
paints you currently use
