Materials List
Fluid Art Workshop Materials List with Instructor AJ Webb You will need: 
· a large box for easy transport of paints and supplies
· 1 Disposable drop sheet (or shower curtain, Dollarama store) 
· Disposable gloves (5 pairs) 
· 1 - 9 x 13 disposable roasting pan (Dollar store) 
· 12 plastic containers with lids (500ml sour cream sized) 
· 20 6oz plastic or paper cups
· 1 liter Elmer’s school glue (white PVA glue or 6-225 ml bottles-Dollarama)
· 1 apron (optional)
· 4-12 X 12 canvases (Dollar store, Michaels bulk buy)
· Acrylic tube paint (Liquitex, Artist Loft, or Amsterdam) white, black, brilliant red, blue, bright yellow. gold or copper, green, dioxazine purple colours (same brands as above) 
· 1 glass vase/dish (up to 8 inches high with no ridges, see Value Village, Salvation Army, Reuse store) 
· Paper towel 
· 1 medium and 1 tiny sized brush, 1 spatula, painter’s tape 
· 1 package of popsicle sticks (Dollarama)
·  Bent straw (Dollarama)


*** Left over paint must be stored in the plastic containers with lids for easy transport.
